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ORDINANCE 2014-2

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF MOUNT CARMEL, NORTHUMBERLAND COUNTY, REVISING SECTION 4 OF ORDINANCE 92-4, AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING THE BURNING OF REFUSE, GARBAGE OR OTHER COMBUSTIBLE MATERIALS WITHIN THE BOUNDARIES OF THE TOWNSHIP OF MOUNT CARMEL, EXCEPT IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS OF THIS ORDINANCE.

Be it ordained by the Board of Supervisors of the Township of Mount Carmel and it is hereby enacted and ordained by the authority of the same as follows:

SECTION 1 – DEFINITIONS

Unless the context specifically and clearly indicates otherwise, the meaning of terms used in this ordinance shall be as follows:


A. Refuse: all paper, straw, lumber, excelsior, oil, rags, rubber and other material 

                 that may be burned by fire.

B. Garbage: any and all table refuse, animal and vegetable, and other articles and 

                 materials ordinarily used for food and which have become unfit for such use

                 for which reason they are discarded.


C. Township: Mount Carmel Township, Northumberland County, Pennsylvania.

SECTION 2 – OUTDOOR BURNING

It shall be unlawful to burn, or cause to be burned, refuse or garbage out of doors either in incinerators or without incinerators on either public or private property in the Township of Mount Carmel except as provided in Section 4 hereof.

SECTION 3 – BARBECUES

Nothing in this ordinance shall be construed to apply to the usual use of barbecues or outside fireplaces for the preparing of food.

SECTION 4 – EXEMPTION

The Board of Supervisors of Mount Carmel Township may issue a permit to authorize the fire departments of Mount Carmel Township and Mount Carmel Borough to burn materials if such burning is directly related to the training of members of either fire department. Authorization may be gained by written request from the Chief of Mount Carmel Township or Mount Carmel Borough to the Board of Supervisors, ninety six (96) hours prior to the training session indicating:


a. Location of the training site;


b. Nature of the combustible material to be used in the training sessions;


c. Which fire department is conducting the training session; and

d. Proof of approval by the Pennsylvania Department of Environmental 

                Resources, if necessary. Written approval must be granted by the Board of 

                Supervisors or their authorized agent prior to the training session.
Other than the above mentioned exemption, the burning of refuse, garbage and other combustible materials is prohibited at all times in the Township of Mount Carmel.
SECTION 5 – VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES

Any person, firm, corporation or other association or governmental body who shall violate any of the provisions of this Ordinance, upon conviction in a summary proceeding, shall pay a fine of not less that twenty five ($25) dollars nor more than one hundred ($100) dollars and in default of the payment of such fines and costs shall suffer imprisonment for a period of not in excess of thirty (30) days.
SECTION 6 – SEPARATE OFFENSE
Each day or night during which such violation occurs and/or continues shall be deemed a separate offense.

SECTION 7 – THE REPEAL OF INCONSISTENT ORDINANCES

Any Ordinance or parts of Ordinances found to be inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION 8 – SEVERABILITY

In the event that any phrase, clause or section of this Ordinance shall be held invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, the invalidity of any such phrase, clause or section shall in no way affect any other phrase, clause or section herein contained.

SECTION 9 – EFFECTIVE DATE

Enacted, ordained and passed by the Board of Supervisors of the Township of Mount Carmel, County of Northumberland and Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, this 21st day of May, 2014.
