ORDINANCE 5-2009
SNOW AND ICE REMOVAL

AN ORDINANCE OF MOUNT CARMEL TOWNSHIP, NORTHUMBERLAND COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA, ESTABLISHING A SNOW AND ICE REMOVAL; AND PROVIDING PENALTIES FOR THE VIOLATION THEREOF.

BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED, and it is hereby ordained and enacted by the Board of Supervisors of Mount Carmel Township, Northumberland County, Pennsylvania, under authority of law as follows:

SECTION I: RESPONSIBILITY FOR REMOVAL OF SNOW AND ICE
The owner, occupant or tenant of every property fronting upon or alongside of any of the streets in the Township of Mount Carmel is hereby required to remove or cause to be removed from all of the sidewalks in front of or alongside of such property all snow and/or ice thereon fallen or formed within twenty-four (24) hours after the same shall have ceased to fall or to form. Provided, the owner of a property shall be responsible for conforming to the requirements of this section where such property is occupied by such owner or is unoccupied; the tenant or occupier thereof, where such property is occupied by such tenant or occupier only; and the owner thereof where the property is a multiple dwelling, occupied by more than one (1) tenant or occupier.
SECTION II: TOWNSHIP MAY DO WORK AND COLECT COSTS PLUS ADDITIONAL AMOUNT

In any case where the owner, occupant or tenant, as aforesaid, shall fail, neglect or refuse to comply with the provisions of Section I hereof within the same limit prescribed therein, the Township authorities may proceed immediately to clear all snow/ice from the sidewalk of such delinquents, and to collect the expenses thereof, with any additional amount allowed by law, from such owner, occupant or tenant, as the case may be, which may be in addition to any fine or penalty imposed under this part.

SECTION III: DEPOSIT OF SNOW ON RIGHT-OF-WAY 
It shall be unlawful for any person to remove snow or ice from private property and to put, place, deposit or cause to be put, placed or deposited snow or ice removed upon right-of-way of any street.

SECTION IV: DEPOSIT OF SNOW ON STREETS PROHIBITED; EXCEPTIONS

1. It shall be unlawful for any person to remove or cause to be removed snow or ice from any sidewalk or footway and put, place, deposit or cause to be put, placed or deposited, snow or ice so removed upon that portion of the street normally used for the travel of vehicles.

2. This section shall not be in force and effect areas where curbside parking is prohibited and there is no available private property upon which to put, place or deposit snow or ice so removed.

SECTION V: PENALTIES

Any person, firm or corporation who shall violate any provisions of this part shall, upon conviction thereof, be sentenced to pay a fine of not more than six hundred ($600) dollars plus costs of prosecution and reasonable attorney’s fees and, in default of payment of said fine and costs, to a term of imprisonment not to exceed thirty (30) days.  Each day that a violation of this part continues shall constitute a separate offense.

SECTION VI: SEVERABILITY

The provisions of this Ordinance are severable.  If any section, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance shall be held illegal, invalid, unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, such decision of the court shall not affect or impair the remaining sections, sentences, clauses or phrases of this ordinance.  It is hereby declared as the intent of the Board of Supervisors that this Ordinance would have been adopted had such invalid or unconstitutional section, sentence, clause or phrase been included herein.  Furthermore, it is the intent of this Ordinance to be supplementary to and not contrary to any laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania or regulations of any of its executive agencies.
SECTION VII: REPEALER

All ordinances or parts of ordinances that are inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed.

SECTION VIII: EFFECTIVE DATE

This Ordinance shall take effect and be enforced from and after its approval as provided by law.
