ORDINANCE 90-3
ELECTION PARAPHERNALIA

SECTION I

No person or persons, firm, corporation or association shall post election paraphernalia in or about the public areas of the Township of Mount Carmel earlier than forty five days prior to a general or primary election.

SECTION II

All election paraphernalia posted in the Township of Mount Carmel must be removed by those responsible for posting and/or circulating said materials within ten (10) days after each general or primary election.
SECTION III

The term “election paraphernalia” as used herein shall include all political campaign signs, posters, handbills and stickers.

SECTION IV

Any person, firm or corporation as above outlined who shall violate or fail to comply with any of the provisions of this Ordinance shall, upon conviction thereof before any District Justice, be sentenced to pay a fine of not less than one hundred dollars ($100.00) nor more than three hundred dollars ($300.00) and costs of prosecution or suffer imprisonment for up to ninety (90) days or both.  The continuation of such violation for each successive day shall constitute a new and separate offense.
SECTION V

This Ordinance shall take effect on the Fifth day after adoption pursuant to law.
